of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955 (Central Act 10 of 1955) read with the order of the
Government of India in the Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution
(Department of Consumer Affairs), Government of India published through S.O 3776(E)
dated 23.10.2020 in context of the removal of Licensing requirements, Stock Limit and
Movement Restrictions on specified foodstuffs (Second amendment) order, 2020 the
Government of Bihar is pleased to make the amendments in the Bihar Trade Articles
(License Unification) Order, 1984 Published through the Food and Consumer Protection
Department, Bihar Notification No. GSR 09 dated 19.04.1984 as follows:-

1.

The word “Onion” is inserted in the part E (Other commodities) of the Schedule-1 of
the Bihar Trade Articles (License unification) order, 1984.

The word and expressions used in the Bihar Trade articles (License unification)
Order, 1984 regarding purchase, collection, sale, delivery, distribution and storage
shall apply in the case of Onion also from the date of the issuance of this
notification.

No trader (Retail Trader / Wholesale Trader) of ‘Onion in the State shall hold the
stock of Onion period beyond the limit and more than the stock limit as prescribed
by the government.

Any provision of this order shall not affect transportation, distribution or
disbursement of Onion at the places outside of the State, nor shall apply on import of
Onion.

But the Central Government or the State Government may order the
importers of Onion that they declare the stocks of Onion received and held by them.
Any provision of this order shall not be applicable for purchase, sale or storage for
sale of Onion for or by the following:-

(a) Central Government.

(b) State Government.

(c) The officials, departments, institutions or organization of the State Government
or agencies nominated by the State Government.

(d) Any Centre or State level cooperative society, VEGFED, NAFED etc.

(e) Producer farmer.
