No.7/BPM-20-03/2019HP-1790--In exercise of powers conferred under section 55
and section 94 of Bihar Police Act, 2007 the Governor of Bihar is hereby pleased to make
the following amendments in the Bihar Police Manual, 1978 (as amended from time to time)
with immediate effect-

Amendments

In the Manual -

1. Rule 7 A (1 A) shall be omitted.

2. Rule 7 A (2) shall be substituted by the following :-

"7 A (2).- Range Level- For the sake of police administration the Bihar State is
divided into different ranges. Each range is under an Inspector General/Deputy Inspector
General. Range Inspector General/ Deputy Inspector General shall provide local guidance to
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the District Police administration but work shall be discharged under overall direction of the
Director General of Police.

The Deputy Inspector General shall be read as range Inspector General/ Deputy
Inspector General in context of range Deputy Inspector General in the Bihar Police Manual
Part-I, IT and II1."

3. Rule 724 A (i) shall be substituted by the following :-

"Rule 724 A (i).- The Promotion of Inspectors (including Reserve Inspectors) to the
rank of Deputy Superintendent will be made in accordance with the rules for recruitment to
the Bihar Police Service (Part 2, Appendix 71). On receipt of information of vacancies, the
Range Inspector General/ Deputy Inspector General will call for nominations for promotion
from Superintendents. At least 14 days before the nominations are sent, the names of the
nominees shall be published by district order so that those who are not nominated may
represent their cases before the nominations are submitted. Officers wishing to make
representation should be given interviews and their cases examined with them. In
forwarding the nominations a certificate must be given of the dates on which the lists were
published and intimation sent to those not nominated. The Range Inspector General/Deputy
Inspector General will scrutinize the nominations and send them for consideration by the
Selection Board of the Director General of Police with his recommendations. Those who are
superseded by the Superintendent will have an opportunity to represent to the Range
Inspector General/Deputy Inspector General, procedure being the same as in the case of
persons not nominated by the Superintendent. The Director General's Board shall nominate
Inspector (including Reserve Inspector) in twice the number of vacancies on basis of records
and an interview may not be necessary. The list will be sent to Bihar Public Service
Commission by Government before finalization. All papers shall then be sent to Bihar
Public Service Commission for sending their recommendations to Government for approval
for promotion."

4. Rule 825 (b b) shall be substituted by the following :-

"Rule 825 (b b).- The Additional Director General and Inspector General may award
to any police officer below the rank of Deputy Superintendent any one or more of the
punishments in rule 824."

5. Rule 840 (a) shall be substituted by the following :-

"Rule 840 (a).- The Director General of Police, Additional Director General,
Inspector General, Deputy Inspector General and Superintendent can suspend any of his
subordinate officers of and below the rank of Inspector, but in respect of Inspector only the
Superintendent will have to obtain the prior permission of Deputy Inspector General
(Inspector General, wherever Deputy Inspector General is not posted). Suspension is
authorised only in cases in which the continuance on duty of an officer pending enquiry into
his conduct is prejudicial to public interests. When however an officer is believed to have
been guilty of giving false evidence in court he should not be suspended on that account,
until the court has pronounced judgment since his suspension might have the appearance of
an attempt to prejudice the decision of the case. If in such a case it appears to be contrary to
public interest to keep him on duty, he should be transferred to other duty without loss of
pay."

6. Rule 851 (b) shall be substituted by the following :-

"Rule 851 (b).- Against an order of dismissal, removal, reduction in rank,
withholding of promotion or periodical increment, there shall be one appeal in each case as
follows :-

Against an order passed by a District Superintendent, to the Range Inspector
General/Deputy Inspector General;
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Against an order passed by the Superintendent of a Unit, to the Deputy Inspector
General (Inspector General in absence of Deputy Inspector General);

Against an original order passed by the Range Inspector General/Deputy Inspector
General, to the Additional Director General in Police Headquarter;

Against an original order passed by the Inspector General of Unit/Deputy Inspector
General of Unit to the concerned Additional Director General;

Against an original order passed by the Additional Director General, to the Director
General of Police, Bihar; and,

Against an original order passed by the Director General of Police, to the State
Government."
