No. Parya Van (Muk.)-09/2019-406(g0)/E.F&CC.—Whereas, plastic carry bags and
disposable single use plastics including thermocol cause short term and long term
environmental damage and health hazard;

And Whereas, Article-48A of the Constitution of India, inter alia, envisages that the
State shall endeavour to protect and improve the environment;

And Whereas, it is observed that plastic carry bags and disposable single use plastics
including thermocol (polystyrene) cutlery viz. plates, cups, glasses, forks, spoons, bowls and
stirrers; plastic coated plates, cups used for serving eatables/drinks; water pouches &
packets; plastic flags, banners and buntings are non-biodegradable and produce toxic gases
on burning, cause choking of sewers and drains, reduce soil fertility and pose threat to life
of cattle eating plastic waste along with their feed;

And Whereas, the State government intends to ban all products made of disposable
single use plastics in phases; under the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 plastic carry
bags (virgin or recycled) and plastic sheet or like, which is not an integral part of multi-layer
packaging and cover made of plastic sheet used for packaging, wrapping commodities, with
thickness less than 50 micron are banned;

And Whereas, the Government of Bihar has banned the use of plastic carry bags
(irrespective of their size & thickness) in the jurisdiction of all Urban Local Bodies and
Gram Panchayats in the State of Bihar vide Gazette Notification No. 943, dated-24.10.2018
& 1043, dated-11.12.2018.

Now Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 5 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), delegated to this State vide MoEF, Gol notification no.
S.0.152 (E), dated-10.02.1988 under section 23 of the said act, the Government of Bihar
issues this notification to impose a complete ban on the manufacture, import, store,
transport, sale and use of following disposable single use plastics : thermocol (polystyrene)
cutlery viz. plates, cups, glasses, forks, spoons, bowls and stirrers; plastic coated plates, cups
and other cutlery used for serving eatables/drinks; water pouches & packets; plastic flags,
banners and buntings in the State of Bihar after 180 days from the date of publication of
this notification in the Official Gazette. In this context, the Government of Bihar hereby
issues the following directions namely:-

Directions.—No person shall manufacture, import, store, distribute, sell, transport or
use following disposable single use plastics : thermocol (polystyrene) cutlery viz. plates,
cups, glasses, forks, spoons, bowls and stirrers; plastic coated plates, cups and other cutlery
used for serving eatables/drinks; water pouches & packets; plastic flags, banners and
buntings in the State of Bihar.

Authorized Officers.—The following officers are hereby authorized to implement
this notification in their respective jurisdiction namely:-

a.  The Principal Secretary, Environment and Forest Department, Government
of Bihar;

b.  The Principal Secretary, Urban Development & Housing Department,
Government of Bihar;

c.  The Secretary, Panchayati Raj Department, Government of Bihar;
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d. The Chairman or the Member Secretary, Bihar State Pollution Control
Board;

e.  The District Magistrates & Superintendent of Police in respect of their
jurisdiction;

f.  The Sub-Divisional Magistrates/Sub-Divisional Police Officers in respect
of their jurisdiction;

g.  The Municipal Commissioners/Executive Officers in respect of jurisdiction
of ULB;

h.  Block Development Officer/Circle Officer/Panchayat Secretary;

1. The Regional Officers/AEEs/Scientists/ASOs of Bihar State Pollution
control Board;

J- The General Managers, District Industries Centre/Executive Director,
BIADA in respect of their jurisdiction;

k.  Concerned officer of task force authorized in bye-laws related to plastic
waste management made under sections 421 & 422 of the Bihar Municipal
Act, 2007.

Monitoring.—The Chairman, Bihar State Pollution Control Board, The Principal
Secretary, Urban Development & Housing Department, Govt. of Bihar and The Principal
Secretary, Panchayati Raj Department, Government of Bihar shall ensure monitoring and
implementation of these directions. The authorized officers under section 19 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 shall file complaint in case of violation of these
directions.

Penalty.—The contravention of this direction shall attract penal provisions of section
15 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 and is punishable with imprisonment for a
term which may extend to five years or with fine which may extend to Rs. One Lakh or with
both.

In case of violation of this direction, fine may also be imposed in accordance with
bye-laws made under section 421 & 422 of the Bihar Municipal Act, 2007.

Enforcement.—This notification shall come into force after 180 days from the date
of publication in Official Gazette. All persons including manufacturers, wholesalers,
retailers and traders of disposable single use plastics, shopkeepers, vendors and hawkers
shall dispose of their stock of disposable single use plastics including thermocol
(polystyrene) cutlery viz. plates, cups, glasses, forks, spoons, bowls and stirrers; plastic
coated plates, cups used for serving eatables/drinks; water pouches & packets; plastic flags,
banners and buntings within 180 days period.
