But even if the index fall below the point on which minimum rates of wages
have been fixed /revised, there will be not any reduction in the minimum wages fixed /
revised. The payment of piece rates of Variable Dearness Allowance on the basis of
average index of January-June, 2014 will be payable at the aforesaid rates from October
2014.

There after increases or decreases in the amount of Varibale Dearness Allowance
will be based on the average of All India Consumer Price Index Number for every six
months and will be applicable after the expiry of three months after the said period of six
months.
